Students attending Pre-Kindergarten require the following supplies:
Labled pair of indoor shoes that will be left in student’s locker 
Complete set of extra clothes (shirt, pants, socks, and underwear) in a labled

Labled water bottle
Labled lunch kit with snacks for the morning 
A large enough backpack to hold their lunch kit, water bottle and school
work
